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HISTORY:

The school began functioning at the present campus in 2000. Initially, it was started with
less than 100 students only, but as it proved its worth, number of parents who entrusted
the responsibility of their children’s educational and overall personality development needs
to the experience and dedicated Alpine team continued to grow rapidly. At present, there
are around 1200 hundred students on rolls, which is full to its present space capacity. The
management plans to add more rooms to meet the increasing need of space to
accommodate more students, who due to insufficient number of rooms have to be denied
admission every year.

VISION AND MISSION:

Alpine Public School situated at ChilkanaRoad, Saharanpur aims at providing quality
education to its students so as to prepare responsible future citizens who have a
personality developed in a balanced way and whose talent has been nurtured and polished
to serve the nation and society as per its needs and who are well awakened and prepared
to adapt to the rapidly changing modern times and are well equipped to withstand the
stress and complexities of the post schooling life.

SPECIAL EMPHASIS ON GIRL EDUCATION:

Educating and strengthening a girl goes a long way and is akin to educate a whole
family.Admission for girl students is free in all classes. Special attention is paid to make
themfeel self-reliant and confident. Apart from academics and co-curricular activities,
participation of girls is ensured in all activities at all levels and a deliberate effort is made to
keep them in the forefront of all activities.




AFFILIATION:

The school is affiliated to CBSE, New Delhi via Affiliation no. 2130851 and School no. 81222.
It got affiliated up to Secondary level (X) in 2006 and Senior Secondary level in 2009.

REGISTRATION AND ADMISSION:

Admission is open for all irrespective of cast, creed, colour, region or religion. The school
logo has its motto “Love and Serve Humanity”. A child having completed 3 years of age can
be admitted in Play Group. Age criterion for class | is 7 years. For admission to Play Group,
Nursery, LKG, UKG and Class I, Aadhar Card of both the parents and the child are required
along with a passport size colour photograph. For admissions to class Second onward,
Transfer Certificate from the previous attended school is also a must along with Aadhar
cards and photograph.
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CURRICULUM:

The school follows NCERT curriculum and offers studies in all the prescribed subjects up to
Secondary classes. Three languages are taught up to class VIII. Apart from Hindi and English,
students can choose Sanskrit or Urdu as their third language to study. In Xl and XII, students
can select the following streams/subject combinations:

Medical Stream-English-Core,Biology, Physics, Chemistry, P. Education and Computer
Science

Non- Medical Stream- English-Core, Mathematics, Physics, Chemistry, P. Education and
Computer Science

Commerce Stream- English-Core, Economics, Business Studies, Accountancy, P. Education/
Mathematics/ Computer Science.




CO-CURRICULAR ACTIVITIES:

The school calendar is a harmonious blend of Co-Curricular, Cultural and Sports activities
offering ample opportunities to all students to nurture, cultivate, explore and polish all
potential creative traits in them. This is done by organising Intra Class, Inter House and Inter
School competitions or activities throughout the session. Debates, Declamations, Quizzes,
Projects, Models, Drawing, Painting, Rangoli, Craft, Dance, Music, Skits, Street play etc are
regularly held and students are motivated and prepared to participate in these and many
more Students are picked, prepared and rigorously trained to exhibit and prove their talent
at various levels viz district, state and national.

SPORTS:

All students are expected to take part in sports activities held in the school from time to
time. Basketball, Volley ball, Table Tennis, Badminton, Athletics, Chess, Badminton- many
indoor and outdoor activities/ events/ tournaments are organised from time to time to
offer ample opportunities to all students to nurture themselves. Participation in Inter House
matches, Inter School Tournaments, District level, State level and National level
Tournaments and Championships provides much needed exposure and competitive
environment.

CODE OF CONDUCT:

All students are required to attend the school regularly. Following the school rules is
mandatory. If a student fails to exhibit compliance to school rules and violets them
repeatedly, punitive action will be initiated against such erring students. Coming to school
regularly, in proper school uniform and being punctual and tidy are some of the ground
rules which must be followed. Other acts of indiscipline may include indulging in violence in
or outside the school, use of abusive language, bullying, disturbing the class, shouting or
hooting or passing unpleasant remarks etc. Such students will be issued a Yellow Warning
Card and warned. Parents will be called and briefed about his/her misconduct. If the trend
of misconduct continues and the misdeed is repeated, Red Warning Card-Level-I will be
issued, parents will again be briefed and such a student will be suspended for a certain
period of time (minimum one week). If no improvement is observed and despite repeated
counselling sessions and warnings,if it is concluded by School Discipline Committee (SDC),
that the child continues to show defiance, Red Warning Card-Level-ll, implying Expulsion
from school may be issued in cases of gross indiscipline.
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WITHDRAWAL:

(i) A child may be asked to leave if it is observed that his/her staying in the school is not benefitting
him/her as expected in terms of academic progress.

(ii) If a child remains regularly absent for more than a week without proper intimation to the
school.

(iii) If Parent want to withdraw their ward, they must inform the school through a written request
addressed to the Principal.

(iv) Transfer Certificate will be issued only after all school dues have been cleared. It will be issued
not before three days from the date of application.




UNIFORM:

Prescribed school uniform with proper shade and design (washed and ironed) must be
adorned by all the students regularly. Any deviation from it will lead to denial of entry in
the school campus. In Winters School logo bearing pullover up to class VIII and School
Blazer Class IX onward must be put on. Girls may use only white scarves, if they wish. But
no colourful jackets, blazers or scarves are permitted.

PARENT-TEACHER MEETINGS:

The school organizes PTMs almost every month. Parents are expected to attend these PTMs
regularly and discuss their ward’s performance with concerned subject/ class teachers. It
has been observed that those children perform much better whose parents communicate
with their subject and class in-charges regularly.

SCHOOL FEES:

School fee may be paid monthly or quarterly, but in no condition the school dues should be
allowed to fall in arrears. Regular delay in fee payment will lead to cancellation of
admission. The payments may be made in cash or by e-transfer to school account according
to the schedule mentioned in the fee booklet.

Fee is to be paid by the 10t date of every month. If it not paid by 15%, a late fee fine of Rs.
50 will be imposed. After 20t of the month, the child’s name will be removed from the rolls
and re-admission fee will have to be paid. No payment claim will be accepted without a
valid receipt issued from the school office. Parents/guardians are strongly advised to desist
from paying any amount to any unauthorised person, not even school staff.
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
